Bogus Billing Alert 
The Shakopee Chamber and Visitors Bureau is a member of the Better Business Bureau of Minnesota and North Dakota.  We 
recently received the following article from them and wish to share it. 
 
The Better Business Bureau is advising you to be on the lookout for fraudulent advertising billings from a company calling 
itself National Business Information Corporation (and/or National Business Publishing Corporation).  This company typically 
contacts companies by phone or fax.  The fax sent to companies in an invoice stating that money is owed (generally $299) for 
inclusion in a National Guide, which corresponds to the industry a given company is in (for instance, The National Contractors 
Guide).  Companies are urged to send payment immediately to an address in Florida. 
 
There’s also a signature on the invoice which authorizes the National Business Information Corporation to include your 
company in their next Guide.  Beneath that line, in smaller writing, it states: ‘I am enclosing payment of $249 to cover the cost 
of inclusion in the 2009 edition.  If payment is not enclosed when submitting this information, my company agrees to pay $299 
to cover the cost of inclusion if the company is to be billed.’ 
 
A recent complaint received by the Better Business Bureau of Minnesota and North Dakota also alleges their signature was 
forged to make it appear as though they (the complainant) had agreed to have their company listed in a 2009 Guide.   
 
The BBB has no proof that the company actually produces any Guides.  We are also unable to determine where they are 
located though they have claimed addresses in Minnesota, Florida and Canada.  If you receive an invoice of communication 
from this company, contact your Better Business Bureau at www.thefirstbbb.org or the Federal Trade Commission at 
www.ftc.gov.
