I would like to share excerpts from an article that recently crossed my desk.  “The Value of Advertising and Marketing 
during an Economic Downturn”.  It starts out with the message ‘History has proven companies that maintain or increase 
their marketing investments in periods of economic downturns increase their sales and share of market, both during and 
after the downturn.’ 
* Maintaining or increasing may be necessary in terms of protecting market position. 
* Maintaining sustains necessary brand recognition. 
* It will give the image of corporate stability. 
* Strong advertising and marketing efforts a firm to take business away from less aggressive    
  competitors, and position itself for future growth during the recovery. 
* It should be regarded not as a drain on profits, but as a contributor to profits.

* Do aggressively track results of all expenditures and if you are getting the results you need or want.  (ROI)
